As stipulated by the Singapore Medical Council, all fully and
conditionally registered doctors in Singapore are required to comply with the compulsor y
CME requirements in or der to be eligible to renew their practising cer tificates from 1 January /
2005 onwards.

Dr Lim Fong Seng, Chair man of the NHG GP CME Committee, intr oduced the new NHG
Calendar on the NHG website to the GPs. This calendar is NHG" s first step to help GPs meet \
the compulsory CME requirement. Dr Lim took the audience thr ough on how best to
optimise the website to view the calendar for the year and r egister for the events online.
